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A . Execution time: Until 11-01-2021 after signing the contract.

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B- The comprehensive presentation shall consist of two parts, Part I. Technical
presentation and Part Il. Financial presentation.

The financial offer and the technical offer are presented in two separate sealed
envelopes in addition to the samples.

C - Technical offers should not include any reference to prices.

D - Any proposal received in response to this tender will be strictly reviewed in
accordance with the evaluation criteria specified in Part 2. Evaluation Factors for Award.

E - The prices offered by the bidder must be inclusive of packing, transportation
expenses , taxes, fines /or amounts to be paid by him; /he is not entitled to claim any
additional expenses whatsoever.
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F - The contractor shall commit to provide all security and safety equipment for his
employees, including Covid19 prevention equipment and taking all prevention
measures, especially wearing protection equipment and keeping social distance, shall
refrain from hiring any personnel under the legal age, and shall commit himself and his

M - The Offeror is requested to submit a proposal directly responsive to the terms,
conditions, and clauses of this RFP. Proposals not conforming to this tender may be
categorized as unacceptable, thereby eliminating them from further consideration.
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1. SPECIAL RFP CONSIDERATIONS
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A - The type of contract to be awarded under this tender is
a fixed unit price

B- In case the bidder does not deliver the items of this tender on specified dates, the
bidder shall pay a delay penalty of (1%) of the tender value for each day of delay.

C - In case the delay exceeds ten days after the deadline, Sham Humanitarian
Foundation, after informing the provider, has the right to seize the monetary
entitlements of the contractor until the finishing the project works by contracting
another provider directly and the extra costs will be charged to the first bidder from the
seized financial entitlements.

D - In case the provider refrain from continuing the work or was suspended from work
persuent to the previous paragraph, no expenses shall be paid for unfinished work that
are not delivered within the works of contract with the supplier, (i.e. the contractor will
receive compensation only for his delivered works in completed manner) unless there is a
solid justification and such justification must be accepted by Sham Humanitarian
Foundation.

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Part 2: Evaluation Factors for Award
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I. General introduction
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A- Part 1 provides guidance to offerors concerning the documentation necessary to
conduct an informed evaluation of each proposal. The Offeror must furnish adequate and
specific information in his/her proposal.

B - Any proposal may be excluded from further consideration before a detailed
assessment is made if the proposal is clearly deficient in that it is totally unacceptable or
prices are unusually high or abnormally low.

C - In conducting its evaluation of proposals, Sham Humanitarian Foundationl may seek
information from any source it deems appropriate to obtain or validate information
regarding an Offeror’s proposal.

D - Sham Humanitarian Foundationl reserves the right to award one or more contracts
under this RFP on the basis of initial offers without discussions or without establishing a
competitive range.

E - Sham Humanitarian Foundationl may split the tender for multi contractor or take it
from one contractor so contractor should be pricing each item separately .
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F - The Sham Humanitarian Foundationl

may require an increase or Reduce the amount of work from the contractor to whom
the tender is awarded taking .

B - Sham Humanitarian Foundationl is not obligated to award contract on the basis of the
lowest proposed prices proposed or the highest technical evaluation scores although the
technical proposal merits of applications in this RFP are more important than the price
associated in determining who might work better.

The price factors as well as Sham Humanitarian Foundationl prime budget should also be
taken into account and, therefore, after the final evaluation of the applications, Sham
Humanitarian Foundationl will make the award to the bidder who is proposing the best
value, taking into account both technical factors and price.

2- Smell
The smell is tested by smelling the sample. If there is unpleasant odor, so the fuel is either bad
quality of mixed with another bad quality type of fuel
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3- Flame & Volatility

It is checked by burning tissue by 50ml of the fuel in a plate Consumption operation should take
about 10seconds. However,

burning in less than 10 seconds indicates that there is a proportion of kerosene in the diesel
fuel. The ideal case is without forming flame which indicates the volatility of the kerosene
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The color is checked through pouring the fuel from one bottle to another. The dark color refers
the bad quality of the fuel.

The color should be light brown tends to the green a little bit filtered fuel, while the color of
other types is light to medium brown.
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5- Impurities

Testing process is conducted by putting 50ml of the fuel in a bottle. Then 50ml of water is put
above the fuel. Fuel and water should be mixed very properly so water and fuel form one
mixture. The bottle is placed on a plain plate, then it is left until the water and fuel separate
from each other. As a result, the fuel settled above the water and the impurities in between.

heating stoves.

Testing the combustion whether it is complete or incomplete by burning it and watching the
flammability and smoke which indicate the flammability in general. The fuel should be
combusted at relative low temperature which ensure complete combustion and improve the
operation conditions. It shouldn’t be too flammable in a way that makes it unsuitable for diesel
