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The detailed quantities, specifications, and descriptions of the required items are included in
the Technical Annex accompanying this Terms of Reference (TOR). All bidders are obligated
to refer to this annex when preparing their technical and financial offers.
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Bidders will be notified of the scheduled meeting via Microsoft Teams for the opening of
envelopes and technical proposals only. The meeting link will be sent to the official email
address of each bidder.
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Important Note:

Bidders must bring the authorized stamp of the company owner or their legal
representative to sign the "Price Offers Receipt Log" form and the foundation’s sample
forms.
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The bidder must pay an initial security deposit of (2,000 USD) when submitting the bid and
before the bid opening. The amount shall be deposited into the Foundation’s fund against
an official receipt.
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If the bid is awarded to the contractor, the successful bidder must pay a second security
deposit of USD 5,000 prior to signing the contract. This amount shall be deposited into the
Foundation’s fund against an official receipt.

Upon full completion and delivery of all contracted works, the total security deposit shall be
refunded to the contractor. This includes:

(First deposit: USD 2,000 + Second deposit: USD 5,000).
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The contractor or construction company will receive financial payments as follows:

* A payment of 50% of the contract value due after the completion and satisfaction
acceptance of works representing 60% of the total contract value.

* A payment of 40% of the contract value due after the completion and satisfaction
acceptance of works representing 100% of the total contract value.

* A payment of 10% represents the retention payment. It is delivered two months after the
work completion date, provided no defects have appeared or the required remediation has
been satisfactorily completed during the warranty period.

The retained amount (10%) is released to the contractor or company after this period
expires.

However, if the contractor or company fails to carry out the required repairs during the
warranty period, the Foundation reserves the right to contract another party to perform the
necessary work, and the repair costs will be deducted from the retained amount (10%).
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The bid security will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders after the successful bidder
commences the work. As for the successful bidder, the initial and second bid security
amounts will be refunded after the full completion of all works.

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A. Execution Period:

b. One specialized Electrical Engineer (Only one electrical engineer is required): 2 points.
c. One Technical Assistant in the field of Civil Engineering (Only one technical assistant is
required): 1 point.

d. One Technical Assistant in the field of Electrical Engineering (Only one technical assistant is
required): 1 point.

Note: CVs of the technical staff members must be attached, along with copies of academic
certificates or graduation authentication documents. Failure to attach the certificate with
the CV will result in the applicant losing the point(s).

* Al-Sham Humanitarian Foundation may delay the payment of financial dues to the supplier
for reasons beyond its control (including, but not limited to, delays in the transfer of project
funds from the donor or issues related to banking transfer systems). Any such delay shall not
exceed 60 days.

* A transfer fee of 0.5% (i.e., 0.005 of the transferred amount) may be charged by PTT Bank,
and this cost shall be borne by the supplier.
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
